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Just as there are physical laws which govern the
physical universe, so are there spiritual laws which
govern your relationship with God..

God loves you.

God LOVES you and want you to gave a spiritual
relationship with you so that you can be

GOD’S LOVE

God’s plan for man is that “I have loved you
with an everlasting love; I have drawn you with
loving-kindness” (Jeremiah 31:3).

“God so loved the world that He gave His one
and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall
not perish, but have eternal life” (John 3:16
NIV).

(These verses are from the Bible: that is the
Torah and the Gospel).

GOD’S PLAN FOR MAN

God’s plan for man is that he goes back to his
presence and to have a spiritual relationship with
him. God wants us to get his blessing and get peace
and eternal life.

(John 10:10)

[Jesus said] “Now this is eternal life: that they
may know you, the only true God, and Jesus
Christ, whom you have sent.” (John 17:3).

Why is it that we are not experiencing the abundant
life?

Because...

How can you know God?
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Man’s Problem: Sin

Because of man’s rebelliousness from God’s law, he
misses God’s grace.

“The wages of sin is death (spiritual
separation).” (Romans 6:23)

“But your iniquities have seperted you from your
God; your sins have hidden his face from you, so
that he will not hear (Isaiah 59:2).

WHAT IS SIN?

Man was created to have fellowship with God; but,
because of his stubborn self-will, he chose to go his
own independent way, and fellowship with God was
broken. This self-will, characterized by an attitude of
active rebellion or passive indifference, is an
evidence of what the Bible calls sin (Romans 1: 18-
21; Isaiah 53: 5,6).

WHO HAS SINNED?

“For all have sinned and fall short of the glory
of God (Romans 3:23).

WHAT IS THE RESULTS OF SIN?

This diagram illustrates that God is holy and man is

sinful. A great gulf separates the two. The arrOws
illustrate that man is continually trying to reach God
and the abundant life through his own efforts, such as
a good life, philosophy, or religion - but he inevitably
fails.

1-WHO IS JESUS?

Unique person

Jesus Christ is the only promise of God and
personfication of unity of God and man. (1John
5:20)

2 — WHAT DID JESUS SAY?

Unique claim

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Personal Decision

IF WE ACCEPT JESUS AS OUR PERSONAL
SAVIOUR:

a) We will know God
b) We will receive God’s love

¢) We will know his holy will

TO RECEIVE THIS WE NEED TO:
1. Confess our sins and repent from them.

2. Believe that because of our faith in Jesus that our
sins are forgiven because Christ was sacrificed
for us.

3. We surrender to Christ and receive his love and
obey him as our Lord.

GOD’S FORGIVENESS

Forgiveness of sin and to have a spiritual relationship
with God, is free grace and mercy is from Him. We
get it as soon as we receive Him.

God has prepared the way of salvation . But to accept
or reject depends on our free will.

“As many as received Him, to them He gave the
right to become children of God, even to those
who believe in His name” (John 1:12)

“By grace you have been saved through faith,
and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God;
not as a result of works, that no one should
boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9)

TO ACCEPT CHRIST DEPENDS ON OUR
WILLING HEART.

[Christ speaking] “Behold, I stand at the door
and knock; if any one hears my voice and opens

the door, I will come in to him” (Revelation
3:20).

Just believing from your mind, or having very
enthusisatic feelings about Christ, is not enough. We
should receive him with all of our being and
surrender to Him.
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These pictures show two kinds of lives:

SELF-DIRECTED LIFE
o— Selfis on the throne

T -  Christ is outside the life

e Interests are directed by
self, often resulting in
discord and frustration

CHRIST-DIRECTED LIFE

+—  Christ is in the life and on
the throne

o— Selfis yielding to Christ

*— Interests are directed by
Christ, resulting in
harmony with God's plan.

The following explains how you can receive Christ:
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THE WAY TO RECEIVE CHRIST

Now you can invite Christ into your life by a prayer
which is by faith. Prayer, means talking to God.
God knows everything which is in your heart. It is
not important what words you use to bring what you
want to say. The following is a suggested prayer:

“Lord Jesus, I need You. Thank You for dying on
the cross for my sins. I open the door of my heart
and receive You as my Saviour and Lord. Thank
You for forgiving my sins and giving me eternal
life. Take control of the throne of my heart. Make
me the kind of person You want me to be.”

Does this prayer express the desire of your heart?

If it does, I invite you to pray this prayer right now,
and Christ will come into your life, as He promised.
But if you do not, and you are not sure, you must
know this truth, that God has left the responsibility of
making decisions to you (John 3:18).
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THE SIGNS OF THE PRESENCE OF GOD IN
YOUR LIFE

Now that you have prayed this prayer, has Christ
entered your life? Has Christ has a special position in
your life according to the promise given in
Revelation 3:20? (Christ said “ I will enter your
life”. Is he going to disappoint you? How can you
be sure that God has accepted your prayer? The
reason for the assurance is this: the Lord is faithful in
His promise and His word. He is faithful and
trustworthy in His promises.

If you have received him as your Lord and Saviour
be sure that these things has happened to you:

1. Christ came into your life through the Holy Spirit
into your heart (Revelation 3:20;1 Corinthians
12:13, Hebrews 13:5).

2. Your sins were forgiven (Colossians 2:13, 14).

3. You became a member of God’s family and God
is your father. Believers are your brothers and
sisters. (Galatians 3:26).

4. God now has a spiritual relationship with you.
(John 10:10, John 17:2,3).

5. You have eternal life and are ready to act on the
plan that God has created for you.

“And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal
life, and this life is in hs Son. He who has the Son
has life: he who does not have the Son of God does
not have life. I write these things to you who believe
in the Son of God so that you may know that you
have eternal life. ”(quote all) 1 John 5:11-13

Be thankful to God that Christ is in your life and he
will never leave you. You must know that from the
time you accepted Jesus Christ, he lives in you
according to his promises and you have received
eternal life. He will never disappoint you.

If you didn’t feel any changes in you...
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DO NOT DEPEND ON FEELINGS ALONE

The promise of God’s Word, the Bible - not our
feelings - is our authority. The Christian lives by
faith (trust) in the trustworthiness of God Himself
and His Word.

This train diagram illustrates the relationship among
fact (God and His Word), faith (our trust in God and
His Word), and feeling (the result of our faith and
obedience). (John 14:21)
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The train will run with or without the passenger car.
However, it would be useless to attempt to pull the
train by the passenger car. In the same way, as
Christians we do not depend on feelings or emotions.
“We walk by faith, not by sight” ( 2 Corinthians 5:7).
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SUGGESTIONS FOR CHRISTIAN GROWTH

Spiritual growth results from trusting Jesus Christ. A
life of faith will enable you to trust God increasingly
with every detail of your life, and to practice the
following:

1 Go to God in prayer daily (Philippians 4:6).

2 Read God’s Word daily (2 Timothy 3:14-17; Acts
17:11); begin with the Gospel of John.

3 Obey God moment by moment (Luke 6:46-49;
John 14:21).

4 Deny yourself and live a holy life with the power
of the Holy Spirit (Col 2:6; Eph 3:14-21; 5:18).

5 Witness for Christ by your life and words
(Matthew 28:18- 20: 2 Corinthains 5:17,
Ephesians 4:1).

6 Show love to belieivers and have fellowship with
them (Hebrews 10:25, Acts 2:42-47).

God’s Word instructs us “not to forsake the
assembling of ourselves together” (Hebrews 10:25).
Several logs burn brightly together; but put one aside
on the cold hearth and the fire goes out. So it is with
your relationship with other Christians. If you do not
belong to a church, do not wait to be invited. Take
the initiative; call or visit a nearby church where
Christ is honored and His Word is preached. Start
this week, and make plans to attend regularly.
